Twenty-fifth Sunday in
Ordinary Time

The Clever Crook

The parable in today’s Gospel is another one with a
surprise ending. The crooked steward is commended by his
master for being prudent, or clever, trying to protect himself.
Jesus did not condone dishonesty. He just wanted us to be just as
clever in serving the Lord. Let’s look at the first two readings and
how they challenge us to do more.

The reading from Amos talks about those “who
trample upon the needy and destroy the poor” (Amos 8:4). The
challenge here is to ask yourself, “What do | do for the poor?” If
all you can think of is to throw some change in the monthly
collection for the poor, you’re not being very clever. Most
parishes have organizations to help the needy and are happy to
get volunteers. Imagine what you would do to help someone you
loved who was laid off or on disability leave. Do you love Jesus
enough to help the poor in his name? Do you ever think of
praying for the poor? Not just a quick response to one of the
Prayers of the Faithful for the homeless, but actually taking time
to pray for those who are unemployed or with jobs that don’t
pay enough to support a family.

Speaking of prayer, our second reading also challenges
us to do more. Paul recommends prayers for “kings and for all in
authority” (1 Timothy 2:2). It’s easy to pray for friends and
family; how much time do we give to prayers for government
leaders and executives? Even the leaders with whom we disagree
could use more guidance from the Holy Spirit. Paul reminds us
that God wants everyone to be saved (1 Timothy 2:4), sinners as
well as saints, terrorists and embezzlers, atheists and agnostics.
I'll bet you don’t spend much time praying for the “bad guys.” Yet
Jesus said, “Love your enemies. Pray for those who hurt you”
(Matthew 5:44). | can’t say I've ever heard anyone say that was
their favorite Bible passage. But if Jesus expects more from
those who love him, who are we to let him down?

Vigésimo quinto domingo del

Tiempo Ordinario
El bandido astuto

La parabola del Evangelio de hoy tiene un final
sorprendente. El administrador deshonesto es elogiado por su amo
por ser habil, o astuto, al intentar protegerse. Jesus no aprueba la
deshonestidad. Solo quiere que seamos igual de astutos al servir al
Sefior. Analicemos las dos primeras lecturas y como nos desafian a
hacer mas.

La lectura de Amads habla de “los que buscan al pobre sélo
para arruinarlo” (Amos 8,4). El reto aqui es preguntarse: “¢Qué hago
yo por los pobres?”. Si solo se te ocurre dar unas monedas en la
colecta mensual para los pobres, no estas siendo muy astuto. La
mayoria de las parroquias tienen organizaciones para ayudar a los
necesitados y estan encantadas de recibir voluntarios. Imagina lo que
harias para ayudar a un ser querido que estuviera despedido o en
descanso médico. éAmas a Jesus lo suficiente como para ayudar a los
pobres en su nombre? ¢ Alguna vez piensas en rezar por los pobres?
No se trata solo de una respuesta rapida a una Oraciones de los Fieles
por las personas sin hogar, sino de dedicar tiempo a rezar por quienes
estdn desempleados o tienen trabajos que no pagan lo suficiente
para mantener a su familia.

Hablando de la oracidn, la segunda lectura también nos
desafia a hacer mas. Pablo recomienda rezar por “por los jefes de
Estado y las demas autoridades” (1 Timoteo 2,2). Es facil orar por
amigos y familiares; écuanto tiempo dedicamos a rezar por los lideres
y ejecutivos del gobierno? Incluso los lideres con quienes no estamos
de acuerdo podrian necesitar mas guia del Espiritu Santo. Pablo nos
recuerda que Dios quiere la salvacion de todos (1 Timoteo 2,4), tanto
pecadores como santos, terroristas y malversadores, ateos y
agndsticos. Supongo que la mayoria de nosotros no dedicas mucho
tiempo a rezar por los “malos”. Sin embargo, Jesus dijo: “Amen a sus
enemigos. Oren por quienes los lastiman” (Mateo 5,44). No creo que
haya escuchado a nadie decir que ese era su pasaje biblico favorito,
pero si Jesus espera mas de quienes lo aman, ¢quiénes somos
nosotros para defraudarlo?
