FROM THE PASTOR

DEL PARROCO

CHRIST THE KING
Today's Feast is a very special one. Although Christ
has always been recognized as the King of kings, it
was not until Pope Pius XI instituted the Feast of
"Christ the King" in 1925 that it finally receives offi-
cial recognition in the Holy Catholic Church. In other
words, it has only been nearly 80 years since Catho-
lics have been meeting annually to officially recog-
nize Christ as King.

This is very important because the last time that God
was officially recognized as King among the people
was 3,046 years ago, or 2,971 years before the insti-
tution of this special Feast. For nearly 3,000 years,
the world did not "officially" recognize God as its
King.

Some of you may wonder what happened 3,046 years
ago. At that time, God's people approached Samuel
and asked him to appoint a king over them. [1 Sam.
8:3, 5] The people wanted a king like the surrounding
pagan nations so they would have someone to lead
them during their battles. This greatly offended God
who knew the hearts of the people, that they were
rejecting Him as King over them. [1 Sam. 8:7] And
so it was, in 1043 B.C., Saul was anointed as the king
of God's people.

The injustice that was done to God was finally cor-
rected 78 years ago when the Lord Jesus, in who the
fullness of God was pleased to dwell bodily, [Col.
1:19, 2:9] was 'officially’ reinstated as the rightful
King of the Catholic Church.

Now that Christ the King has been officially elevated
to His rightful position above all His creation, one
may wonder, where is His Kingdom?

Speaking to His followers, Jesus said, "Truly I tell
you, there are some standing here who will not taste
death until they see that the Kingdom of God has
come with power." [Mk. 9:1] Speaking to Nathanael,
Jesus said, "Very truly, I tell you, you will see heaven
opened and the angels of God ascending and de-
scending upon the Son of Man." [Jn. 1:51] Based on
the Sacred Words of Jesus that are perfect truth, the
Kingdom of God arrived during the first century.

In the Acts of the Apostles, we read that after Jesus
resurrected and appeared to His disciples, "He or-
dered them not to leave Jerusalem, but to wait there
for the promise of the Father." [Acts 1:4]

CRISTO REY
La fiesta de hoy es muy especial. Aunque Cristo siem-
pre ha sido reconocido como el Rey de reyes, no fue
hasta que el Papa Pio XI instituy¢ la Fiesta de "Cristo
Rey" en 1925 que finalmente recibe el reconocimiento
oficial en la Santa Iglesia Catolica. En otras palabras,
solo han pasado casi 80 afios desde que los catolicos se
han reunido anualmente para reconocer oficialmente a
Cristo como Rey. Esto es muy importante porque la
ultima vez que Dios fue reconocido oficialmente como
Rey entre el pueblo fue hace 3.046 afios, 0 2.971 afios
antes de la institucion de esta fiesta especial. Durante
casi 3.000 anos, el mundo no reconoci6 "oficialmente"
a Dios como su Rey.

Algunos de ustedes pueden preguntarse qué pasé hace
3.046 anos. En ese momento, el pueblo de Dios se acer-
c6 a Samuel y le pididé que nombrara un rey sobre ellos.
[1 Sam. 8:3, 5] La gente queria un rey como las
naciones paganas circundantes para que tuvieran a al-
guien que los guiara durante sus batallas. Esto ofendi6
grandemente a Dios que conocia los corazones de la
gente, que lo estaban rechazando como Rey sobre ellos.
[1 Sam. 8:7] Y asi fue, en 1043 a.C., Satl fue ungido
como el rey del pueblo de Dios.

La injusticia que se le hizo a Dios fue finalmente cor-
regida hace 78 afios cuando el Sefior Jesus, en quien la
plenitud de Dios se complacia en morar corporalmente,
[Colosenses 1:19, 2:9] fue "oficialmente" reinstalado
como el Legitimo Rey de la Iglesia Catdlica. Ahora
que Cristo el Rey ha sido elevado oficialmente a Su
posicion legitima por encima de toda Su creacion, uno
puede preguntarse, ;donde esta Su Reino?

Hablando a Sus seguidores, Jests dijo: "En verdad les
digo, hay algunos parados aqui que no probaran la
muerte hasta que vean que el Reino de Dios ha venido
con poder". [Mc 9:1] Hablando a Natanael, Jesus dijo:
"Muy verdaderamente, les digo, veran el cielo abierto y
los angeles de Dios ascendiendo y descendiendo sobre
el Hijo del Hombre". [Jn. 1:51] Basado en las Sagradas
Palabras de Jests que son la verdad perfecta, el Reino
de Dios llegd durante el primer siglo.

En los Hechos de los Apdstoles, leemos que después de
que Jesus resucito y se aparecio a sus discipulos, "les
ordend que no abandonaran Jerusalén, sino que es-
peraran alli la promesa del Padre". [Hechos 1:4] Los
discipulos debian esperar la llegada del Espiritu Santo a
Jerusalén el dia de Pentecostés. Hay muchas indica-
ciones en las Sagradas Escrituras de que este momento
es cuando la Nueva Jerusalén,



The disciples were to await the arrival of the Holy
Spirit in Jerusalem on Pentecost Day. There are
every indication in the Holy Scriptures that this mo-
ment is when the New Jerusalem, the Kingdom of
God officially descended on earth.

In the Book of Revelation, John says, "Then I saw a
new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven
and the first earth had passed away, and the sea was
no more. And I saw the holy city, the new Jerusa-
lem coming down out of heaven from God, pre-
pared as a bride adorned for her husband. And I
heard a loud voice from the throne saying, 'See, the
home of God is among mortals. He will dwell with
them as their God, they will be his people, and God
himself will be with them."" [Rev. 21:1-3]

This particular passage is not a reference to the fu-
ture, but rather to the past. Why? Because of the
reference of God dwelling among His people. Who
dwells in the Blessed Tabernacle in every Catholic
Church around the world? Christ the King! Who do
we receive during the Sacrament of the Holy Eu-
charist? Christ the King! God is now dwelling
among His people as the rightful King. His King-
dom has arrived on earth as promised.

Another proof that the aforementioned passage is of
the past is from the passage that is found in today's
Second Reading. It says, "Look! He is coming with
the clouds; every eye will see him, even those who
pierced him; and on his account all the tribes of the
earth will lament. So it is to be. Amen." Every eye
will see Him, even THOSE WHO PIERCED HIM.
Those who pierced Christ the King are the Roman
soldiers who crucified Him! Surely, this cannot be a
reference to the future as some allege regarding the
Second Coming and the future Kingdom of God.

While some await for a false hope, a visible King-
dom of God on earth, Jesus never said that His
Kingdom would be visible. He said, "The Kingdom
of God is not coming with things that can be ob-
served; nor will they say, 'Look, here it is!' or 'There
it is!' For, in fact, the Kingdom of God is among
you." [Lk. 17:20-1] The Kingdom of God cannot be
observed! It cannot be seen! It is invisible because
it is of the spiritual world that coexists with our
world.

During the coming week, let us assess our beliefs.
Are they in harmony with the teachings of Jesus?
Are they based on sound Catholic doctrine that has
been handed down by apostolic succession? Are
they based on Biblical truths?

Este pasaje en particular no es una referencia al fu-
turo, sino mas bien al pasado. ;Por qué? Debido a la
referencia de Dios morando entre su pueblo. ;Quién
habita en el Bendito Tabernaculo en cada Iglesia
Catolica alrededor del mundo? jCristo Rey! ;A quién
recibimos durante el Sacramento de la Sagrada Eu-
caristia? jCristo Rey! Dios ahora mora entre Su pueb-
lo como el Rey legitimo. Su Reino ha llegado a la
tierra como se prometio.

Mientras algunos esperan una falsa esperanza, un
Reino de Dios visible en la tierra, Jesus nunca dijo
que Su Reino seria visible. El dijo: "El Reino de Dios
no viene con cosas que puedan ser observadas;
tampoco diran: 'jMira, aqui esta!' o 'jAhi esta!'
Porque, de hecho, el Reino de Dios esté entre no-
sotros". [Lc. 17:20-1] jEl Reino de Dios no puede ser
observado! jNo se puede ver! Es invisible porque es
del mundo espiritual que coexiste con nuestro mundo.
