FROM THE PASTOR

DEL PARROCO

THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD
The First Reading consisted of God speaking to His
people through the prophet Isaiah. In those days,
God's chosen people were coming out of captivity.
Jerusalem was in shambles. [Is. 49:17, 51:17] The
Jewish people had endured great suffering.

The Lord God told Isaiah to comfort His people, to
speak tenderly to Jerusalem, and to cry out to her that
she had served her term, that her penalty was paid,
that she had received from the Lord's hand double for
all her sins.

The repetition of the word "comfort" echoes a tone of
mercy. God was about to show mercy towards His
people. To speak tenderly meant to speak to the heart.
This was a delicate expression of Divine love that
God was manifesting towards His people.

Then the Lord said, "A voice cries out: 'In the wilder-
ness prepare the way of the Lord, make straight in the
desert a highway for our God."" A voice crying out
echoes a new exodus. The Lord Himself was about to
lead the new exodus. He was about to take His people
out of Babylon, through the desert, and back to Pales-
tine.

The words, "in the wilderness prepare the way" intro-
duces one of the richest terms found in the Holy Bi-
ble. The "Way" is a manner of life, for men and for
God. There can be two ways, either good or evil. [Mt.
7:13-4] John the Baptist cried out in the wilderness to
prepare "the way of the Lord." [Mk. 1:3] Jesus de-
clared that He Himself was that Way. [Jn. 14:6, Heb.
10:20] Christianity itself is called "the Way." [Acts
9:2;19:9, 23]

Jerusalem, synonym of Zion, was called the herald of
glad tidings. It was proclaimed, "Here is your God!"
In these prophetic words, Isaiah was not suggesting a
human king of the lineage of king David but rather a
Divine King, Yahweh Himself.

The Reading from today's Gospel of Luke presented
John the Baptist's Messianic preaching. In the psy-
chological setting, we can perceive that the people
were expecting the arrival of the promised Messiah at
any time. In their hearts, they wondered, "Is He the
one that we are waiting for?"

Knowing their hearts, John the Baptist answered,
"But one who is more powerful than I is coming."
The words "one who is more powerful" echoed Jesus
the great liberator in the war against Satan.

EL BAUTISMO DEL SENOR

La Primera Lectura consistié en que Dios habl6 a Su
pueblo a través del profeta Isaias. En aquellos dias, el
pueblo escogido de Dios salia del cautiverio. Jerusalén
estaba en ruinas. [Is. 49:17, 51:17] El pueblo judio
habia soportado un gran sufrimiento.

El Sefior Dios le dijo a Isaias que consolara a Su pueb-
lo, que hablara con ternura a Jerusalén y que le gritara
que habia cumplido su condena, que su castigo habia
sido pagado, que habia recibido de la mano del Sefior el
doble por todos sus pecados.

La repeticion de la palabra "consuelo" se hace eco de
un tono de misericordia. Dios estaba a punto de mostrar
misericordia hacia su pueblo. Hablar con ternura sig-
nificaba hablar al corazon. Esta era una delicada ex-
presion del amor divino que Dios estaba manifestando
hacia su pueblo. Entonces el Sefior dijo: "Una voz cla-
ma: 'En el desierto preparad el camino del Sefior, haced
recto en el desierto un camino para nuestro Dios"'. Una
voz que clama se hace eco de un nuevo éxodo.

El Sefior mismo estaba a punto de dirigir el nuevo €xo-
do. El estaba a punto de sacar a su pueblo de Babilonia,
a través del desierto, y de regreso a Palestina.

Las palabras, "en el desierto prepara el camino" intro-
duce uno de los términos mas ricos que se encuentran
en la Santa Biblia. El "Camino" es una forma de vida,
para los hombres y para Dios. Puede haber dos
maneras, ya sea buenas o malas. [Mt. 7:13-4]

Juan el Bautista clamo en el desierto para preparar "el
camino del Sefior". [Mc 1:3] Jesus declaré que El mis-
mo era ese Camino. [Jn. 14:6, Heb. 10:20] El cristianis-
mo mismo se llama "el Camino". [Hechos 9:2; 19:9,
23] Jerusalén, sinonimo de Sion, fue llamado el heraldo
de las buenas nuevas. Se proclamo: "jAqui esta tu Di-
os!" En estas palabras proféticas, Isaias no estaba sugi-
riendo un rey humano del linaje del rey David, sino més
bien un Rey Divino, Yahvé mismo.

La lectura del Evangelio de Lucas de hoy presento la
predicacion mesianica de Juan el Bautista. En el entor-
no psicoldgico, podemos percibir que la gente estaba
esperando la llegada del Mesias prometido en cualquier
momento. En sus corazones, se preguntaban: ";Es El el
que estamos esperando?" Conociendo sus corazones,
Juan el Bautista respondio:-




In this particular passage, a great importance was
given to the Holy Spirit. Throughout the Holy Bi-
ble, many amazing manifestations were credited to
the presence of the Spirit, as the life and power of
God. Such is seen in the creation [Gen. 1:2] and the
warriors. [Judges 3:10, 11:29, 1 Sam. 11:6] But
now, the Holy Spirit is identified as a separate Di-
vine Presence in the Blessed Trinity. While the
voice of the Heavenly Father was heard from Heav-
en, the Holy Spirit descended upon Jesus in bodily
form like a dove.

When John the Baptist stated that the believers
would be baptized with fire, such is associated with
sanctification and salvation. Fire represents a sanc-
tifying action. At the same time, in Scripture, fire is
very often associated with the presence of the Sav-
ior-God. God will sanctify His people as through
refining fire so they may be made righteous in His

eyes to inherit the eternal salvation of the children
of God.

When we hear that "all the people were baptized,"
we perceive a new episode, a whole community ad-
vancing towards the new and most joyful promised
land, the spiritual Kingdom of God on earth. So
great was the Divine Presence of God in the Father,
the Son and the Holy Spirit, that all the people were
touched, repented of their sins and were baptized.
There was no space left for doubters.

But there was more to it then could be perceived at
that time. Jesus' example of being baptized was to
tell us that the Sacrament of Baptism is the Way to
the new life, to being born again of water and spirit.
As Jesus said, "Very truly, I tell you, no one can
enter the Kingdom of God without being born of
water and Spirit." [Jn. 3:5]

My brothers and sisters in Christ, Jesus is the Way,
and the truth and the life. [Jn. 14:6] As John the
Baptist was commissioned to prepare the Way of
the Lord, we as baptized and confirmed Christians
have been called by God and sent by our Bishop to
preach the Good News to all those with who we
come in contact during our life.

This week, let us reflect upon our actions. Have we
prepared the Way of the Lord so all humanity may
share in the blessed hope of the eternal joy and
peace that awaits the righteous children of God who
have lived their faith in Christ?

"Pero viene uno que es mas poderoso que yo". Las
palabras "el que es mas poderoso” se hicieron eco de Jesus,
el gran libertador en la guerra contra Satanas. Las palabras
"mas poderoso" o "poderoso" se usaban con frecuencia en
las Sagradas Escrituras para describir al lider de la lucha
final contra el mal. [Mc 3:27; Lc. 11:20-2; Apocalipsis
18:8]

En este pasaje en particular, se le dio una gran importancia
al Espiritu Santo. A lo largo de la Santa Biblia, muchas
manifestaciones asombrosas fueron acreditadas a la pres-
encia del Espiritu, como la vida y el poder de Dios. Esto se
ve en la creacion [Génesis 1:2] y en los guerreros. [Jueces
3:10, 11:29, 1 Sam. 11:6] Pero ahora, el Espiritu Santo se
identifica como una Presencia Divina separada en la San-
tisima Trinidad. Mientras que la voz del Padre Celestial se
escuchaba desde el Ciclo, el Espiritu Santo descendio so-
bre Jests en forma corporal como una paloma. Cuando
Juan el Bautista declard que los creyentes serian bautiza-
dos con fuego, esto se asocia con la santificacion y la
salvacion. El fuego representa una accion santificadora. Al
mismo tiempo, en las Escrituras, el fuego se asocia muy a
menudo con la presencia del Salvador-Dios. Dios santifica-
ra a Su pueblo como a través del fuego refinador para que
puedan ser hechos justos a Sus ojos para heredar la
salvacion eterna de los hijos de Dios.

Cuando escuchamos que "todo el pueblo fue bautizado",
percibimos un nuevo episodio, toda una comunidad
avanzando hacia la nueva y més gozosa tierra prometida, el
Reino espiritual de Dios en la tierra. Tan grande fue la
Divina Presencia de Dios en el Padre, el Hijo y el Espiritu
Santo, que todas las personas fueron tocadas, arrepentidas
de sus pecados y bautizadas. No quedaba espacio para los
escépticos. Pero habia mas que entonces se podia percibir
en ese momento. El ejemplo de Jesus de ser bautizado fue
decirnos que el Sacramento del Bautismo es el Camino a la
nueva vida, a nacer de nuevo de agua y espiritu. Como dijo
Jests: "Muy verdaderamente, les digo, nadie puede entrar
en el Reino de Dios sin haber nacido de agua y Espiritu".
[Jn. 3:5]

Mis hermanos y hermanas en Cristo, Jests es el Camino, la
verdad y la vida. [Jn. 14:6] Como Juan el Bautista fue
comisionado para preparar el Camino del Sefior, nosotros,
como cristianos bautizados y confirmados, hemos sido
llamados por Dios y enviados por nuestro Obispo para
predicar las Buenas Nuevas a todos aquellos con quienes
entramos en contacto durante nuestra vida. Esta semana,
reflexionemos sobre nuestras acciones. {Hemos preparado
el Camino del Sefior para que toda la humanidad pueda
compartir la bendita esperanza del gozo y la paz eternos
que esperan a los hijos justos de Dios que han vivido su fe
en Cristo?
