FROM THE PASTOR

DEL PARROCO

CARISTMAS TREE

The Christmas tree symbolizes the spirit of
the Christmas season and, to Christians, the
everlasting life and sacrifice of Jesus Christ.

In the Bible, the cross upon which Jesus was
crucified is often referred to as a tree. The lights
and decorations on the tree represent the won-
der and glory associated with the birth and res-
urrection of Jesus.

Such common choices for tree toppers as stars
and angels represent Jesus’s birth, as they were
both present at the time, according to the Bible
story. The presents that are placed below the
tree are believed to continue the tradition of giv-
ing gifts, as God gave humanity Jesus as a gift,
the Three Wise Men gave Jesus gifts at his birth
and then Jesus gave humanity the gift of trading
his life for the eradication of sin on the cross, or
tree.

The first historical mention of a Christmas tree
was in Germany in 1521, though the tree was
not lit. The first historical use of a Christmas tree
inside a house as an indoor decoration came
from Strasbourg in 1605. Use of Christmas trees
as holiday decorations spread through Germany
to the remainder of Europe, and then to America
from immigrants and European soldiers.
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ARBOL D€ NAVIDHD
El arbol de Navidad simboliza el espiritu de
la temporada navidena y, para los cristianos,
la vida eterna y el sacrificio de Jesucristo. En
la Biblia, la cruz sobre la cual Jesus fue cru-
cificado a menudo se conoce como un arbol.
Las luces y decoraciones en el arbol repre-
sentan la maravilla y la gloria asociadas con
el nacimiento y la resurreccién de Jesus.

Tales opciones comunes para los arboles
como las estrellas y los angeles representan
el nacimiento de Jesus, ya que ambos esta-
ban presentes en ese momento, segun la
historia de la Biblia. Se cree que los regalos
que se colocan debajo del arbol contintan la
tradicion de dar regalos, ya que Dios le dio a
la humanidad a Jesus como un regalo, los
Reyes Magos le dieron regalos a Jesus en
su nacimiento y luego Jesus le dio a la hu-
manidad el regalo de intercambiar su vida
por la erradicacion del pecado en la cruz o
arbol.

La primera mencion histérica de un arbol de
Navidad fue en Alemania en 1521, aunque
el arbol no estaba encendido. El primer uso
historico de un arbol de Navidad dentro de
una casa como decoracion interior vino de
Estrasburgo en 1605. El uso de arboles de
Navidad como decoraciones navidenas se
extendié por Alemania al resto de Europa, y
luego a América de inmigrantes y soldados

europeos.
